Sermon:  Parable of the Lost Sheep & Lost Coin
Text:  Luke 15:1-10

Proposition: Because of Jesus’ Joy, we should join Him in His
delight.

So what is joy?

So as we consider these 2 parables, what are you joyful about?  Are you
joyful?  What brings joy to you?

We will primarily look at the 3 principle elements in each of these stories.
1. Lost Sheep / Coin
2. 99 Sheep / 9 Coins / Community
3. Shepherd  / Woman

Main Point # 1 – Because of Jesus’ Joy, restore the one who is lost

Both the lost sheep and the lost coin have similar characteristics.
1. They are lost
2. They are helpless to help themselves
3. They have priority – They are urgently looked for over the

others

Main Point # 2 – Because of Jesus’ Joy, celebrate joy in
community

Think of various important benchmarks that we enjoy celebrating as a
community.

1. A birth – baby showers
2. Baptism – with family and friends
3. Birthdays
4. Graduations
5. Weddings

The point is for us is the importance of community in celebration.  In
celebration of one who was lost but now was found.
